	Geography

We have been learning about The Wind in the Willows. Can you create your own map showing these locations? The river, Rat’s house, Toad Hall, Mole End, The Wild Wood, Badger’s Burrow.

Challenge: Can you write some instructions to get from Rat’s house to Toad Hall? How about from Mole end to Rat’s house?
	PSHE
We have been learning about hazards in PSHE and dangers around the home. Can you write a list of things Toad does that are hazards? E.g. Toad jumps out of the window to escape Toad Hall, not listening to his trusted grown-ups instructions (Badger).  

	Art
On Google Classroom there is a picture of Toad Hall. Can you have a go at sketching it and use the shading techniques we have used in class?

	Geography 
Can you design a travel brochure using your map from above for the River Bank? What can people visit? What natural or man-made features are there for visitors to see? What could they do on the river? In the Wild Woods? Could they take a boat ride or a steam train ride? 
	History 
Use the biography on Google Classroom to create a time line of important events in Kenneth Grahame’s life (the author of Wind in the Willows). Make sure you include his birth, marriage, death and publication of Wind in the Willows. You can also add any other dates you find interesting. 
	 Art 
Have a go at sketching some of the characters from The Wind in the Willows. There are some pictures on Google Classroom to help you with this.
