Pick and Mix Activities 

	Turn a member of your family into a ‘Vindictive Villain’ that Walt Disney would be proud of. 

Design and draw a costume for a member of your family to wear – think about what they will wear, any make-up choices and how their hair will need to be. Label the diagram with the choices you have made and write a couple of sentences to describe why they are so villainous.  
	Villains have been appearing in films for a very long time. But which villains do you remember and like the most, why do you remember them? Pick 10 from the following list https://disney.fandom.com/wiki/Disney_Villains
Research when each villain appeared on the big screen and create a timeline in chronological order which shows then they first appeared. Why not also include 2/3 facts about each villain too. You could even draw pictures to go on your timeline.  
	There are so many Disney villains, some capture the imagination in more ways than others. Pick your favourite villain and think about why they are a villain. What have they done wrong? Why do people dislike them? Create a wanted poster so that your villain is caught before they can do anything else. Remember that you will need to describe the villain so that people know what they look like. Don’t forget to draw a picture of your villain too 

	Research and create a list of as many villains as you can find. The villains could be historical, mythical, fictional, contemporary, animated, famous or religious.
Perhaps you could challenge someone in your family to a competition to see who could find the most. Once you have compiled your list, why not look in more detail at one particular villain, one who you don’t know much about, and research them. 
	Why not play the Alphabet Game? You have to pick a subject (it can be any at all, use the list below for inspiration) and write down one answer for each letter of the alphabet. 

· Boys name

· Girls names

· Countries or cities

· Food

· Chocolate bars
