Counting forwards and backwards to 100.  We would like you to particularly focus on counting backwards and from any given number. For example, you say 35, 34, 33 and then ask your child to carry on the sequence. 

Practicing writing numbers to 100 ensuring children write the numbers the right way around, twenty four =24 NOT 42.

Practically counting in 2s, 5s and 10s using equipment or pictures. 

Basic addition by counting on. I.E. 5+8. Start with 8 and add the 5 on.

Basic subtraction using practical equipment, if necessary.

Recalling number bonds to 10 and 20. IE 13 + 7 = 20 so 7 + 13 = 20
